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Mathematical Reasoning Ability

The mathematical reasoning tests take 45 minutes. Different test papers are used based on the year level
the student is applying to enter. Tests assess mathematical reasoning abilities and are not curriculum based.
Questions are multiple choice. Students are not permitted to use calculators.

For accurate results, students must not practice mathematical reasoning tests.

General Ability

The general ability test is free of English language and takes 30 minutes to complete. It is a non-verbal
reasoning test containing multiple choice questions that provide an indication of the student’s general
ability level. The total score provides an index of intellectual capacity and is independent of learning in
specific subjects.

For accurate results, students must not practice general ability tests.
